The Structure & Motion Laboratory

The Structure and Motion Laboratory is part of the Lifestyle Research Programme at the Royal Veterinary College. The research group of approximately 30 includes vets, biologists, palaeontologists, engineers and computer scientists, supported by technical and administrative staff and with shared interests in locomotor biomechanics. The research base is a modern 46m x 17m Faraday-caged laboratory at the College’s Hertfordshire campus housing some of the best facilities in the world for studying the biomechanics of locomotion; much experimental research is also undertaken in the field. The head of the lab is Professor Alan Wilson. The Hawkshead campus’s veterinary hospitals and the lab itself include astounding facilities relevant to the research involved, including two MRI and two CT scanning machines, ample freezer storage and dissection space for cadaveric studies, 3D x-ray cineradiography, ultrasound, material testing apparatus, many force platforms and motion analysis/high speed video cameras, pressure pads, computational and 3D graphics hardware and software including laser surface scanners/digitisers, and much more. We also are close to multiple zoos with which we have good working relationships for access to animals for some non-invasive locomotor research, and our lab has a collection of trained research animals.
