	Job summary:

· Participate in the on-clinic rota as requested by the Head Nurse, providing the highest standards of clinical care for patients, and ensuring timely and effective communication with all colleagues working in the hospital such as nurses, patient care assistants, vets, students, and clients as appropriate

· To assist Emergency and Critical Care clinicians and first opinion interns with critically ill patients and emergencies 

· Provide excellent nursing care for patients within the specialty area
